Arrival by car:
From the north: Follow the highway A5 to the Bad Homburger
Kreuz. Take the A661 to Frankfurt/Offenbach. Leave the A661
at the exit “Heddernheim”. Follow the road and turn right at the
second crossing (follow the sign “Mertonviertel/Universität”).
Drive up the hill and turn left, there you will find a parking area
and the university building. 

From the south and the west: Follow the highway A5 to the
Nordwestkreuz and take the A66 to Miquelallee. Take the 
second exit “Frankfurt/Miquelallee” (No. 21, at the TV tower)
and follow the signs to Nordweststadt/Oberursel (don't take the
exit to “Universität”, this will lead you to the down town-campus).
